ARTstor is an organized and reliable digital repository consisting of more than one million 

high resolution art, architecture, humanities, and social science images from prehistory to 

the present day. ARTstor continues to expand its collection of images through agreements 

with museums and images collections world -wide. 

 

ARTstor is a non-profit initiative, founded by The Andrew W. Mellon Foundation, with a 

mission Ȱto use digital technology to enhance scholarship, teaching, and learning in the arts 

and associated fields.ȱ The Mellon Foundation also created JSTOR, a non-profit on-line 

archive of digital scholarly journals a few years earlier. When you conduct a search in 

JSTOR, ARTstor images will come up in your search results as well.

Alternatively, you can also access ARTstor from your favorite browser. Just type in 

www.artstor.org  from IE7 or Firefox and you will arrive at the ARTstor homepage. 

You can search ARTstor by clicking on the Go Button. However, if you plan on accessing 

ARTstor off-campus, and want to take advantage of value-added features it  is 

recommended that you register for an ARTstor account. 

 As noted earlier, when you conduct a search in JSTOR, ARTstor images will come up in

When you are a registered ARTstor user, you can do more than search, browse, save, and 

print images. You will now be able to save image groups, add personal notes, and visit 

password-protected shared folders. Furthermore, you can also download the offline-image 

viewer if you like. 

 

Initial registration must be done on a computer within the IP range of the institute  (this is 

because ARTstor needs verify your affiliation with Wentworth). After registering, you can 

log in on or off-campus 24x7 for the next 120 days. After 120 days, you will need to log on 

from a computer on campus to renew your access.

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Search ARTstor  Images ɀ Keyword Search  

ARTstor has multiple collections covering many subject areas, and there are various ways 

to search these collections including basic keyword search, advanced search, and browse 

by classification or collection. 

 

Basic keyword search is a simple way to begin a search across one or all collections. Type

Below the Keyword search box is a drop down menu to select which 

collection you would like to search. You may select one of the collections or search across

Advanced search enables more targeted searches by title, creator, date, geography, or 

classification terms.

Browsing by Collections 

Browsing across collections is available from the front page. The advantage to browsing is 

that you can narrow down a collection into smaller categories or sub-categories such as, 

time periods, art movements, or geographies to get obtain more precise search results.  

To access categories or sub-categories: 1.) Go to the Browse section on the first page, then. 

2.) Click by Browse by Collection. Select a collection to browse ɀ for example Art History 

Survey Collection. 3.) Select the plus sign + to expand the tree, then double click the
